Meetings are scheduled to develop a plan which includes
strategies to support the student’s needs.
The student is monitored closely with ongoing updates
for further strategies when needed.

Early childhood advisory council or “ECAC” means an

advisory group of community stakeholders interested in
the education and welfare of children in preschool
through grade three that is convened by the school

district (N.J.A.C.6A:13A-1.2)

Its purpose is to review preschool program
implementation of high-quality programs, serve as

advisory support for the local school district’s
preschool program, and support transition as children

move from preschool through grade three.



New Student Registration begins March 17th
Preschool program is free to Hopatcong residents
Child must be at least 3 years old on or before October 1, 2025
Child must not be eligible for Kindergarten

Registration Process



Download and provide the Student Physical History form to your child's
physician to complete, or ask your physician for their physical history form. 

Bring the completed Physical History Form, Proof of Immunization, two
Proofs of Residency, and the child's original Birth Certificate to the
Administration Building (Michelle Zammito 973-770-8822) to complete the
registration process.

 If you're transferring from another school, please bring copy of the
school's Transfer Card. If your child is receiving special services, any
documentation (for example, an IEP) is helpful and required.
